An individual who has shown outstanding commit-

ment to coaching and further development of 

athletes in their sport. Nominees must meet at 

least one of the following criteria:

a. Edinburgh resident

b. Member of an Edinburgh club

c. Born in Edinburgh

d. Coaches Edinburgh based athletes or club

3. EDINBURGH VOLUNTEER OF THE YEAR
A volunteer who has made an invaluable contribu-

tion to sport within their club or local community.
